CD Practice: Guide for Submissions
Length

Optimal length is 2,400 to 3,600 words for an issue. Since it is published electronically, the number of words is flexible but should be sufficient to present solid coverage of the issue.

Content

The desired content for the CD Practice is promising practices on all aspects of community development. Readers should be able to replicate some or all of the practices and should be able to determine, based on the author’s description, the key ingredients in the success of the practice, or pitfalls to avoid. CD Practice articles focus on the "how" of strategy and implementation. This differs from Journal articles which focus on theory.  CD Practice articles should be based on the Community Development Society’s “Principles of Good Practice” and should clearly document results, success stories or lessons learned. 
Suggested Format

1.      Provide some background information. Why was the issue a concern? What triggered a search for a solution? Who was involved in formulating a solution? What was the solution?

2.      Explain how the program or practice was implemented. How to do it? What was done?  How does it meet “CDS Principles of Good Practice?” This should be the bulk of the discussion.

3.      What products were generated (outputs) and what are the outcomes as best can be seen now?

4.      What major obstacles were overcome and how? Could they have been avoided?

5.      How would the author recommend changing the process or practice if it were tried again? How would these changes improve the outcomes or impacts?

6.      Conclusions and applications. Provide references to other work such as best practices on the topic.
Process

The papers will be blind reviewed by CDS practitioners. The goal will be to have the decision on the CD Practice submission within two months of receipt. It is anticipated that issues of the series will be produced quarterly.
